Access Statement For The Tack Room 

(This statement is a mandatory requirement of our rating by the quality assessment scheme and addresses the issues thought likely to be relevant to a potential guest with a disability covered by the Disability Discrimination Act 1995) 

Introduction 

Bramwood Cottages are set close to the town centre in Pickering and comprise The Tack Room (a one bedroom cottage which sleeps up to 2 people) and The Old Coach House (a two bedroom cottage which sleeps up to 4 people). They were built around 1734 as the stable block to the main house and were converted to their present use, as self catering holiday cottages, in 1999/2000. The cottages are built on a gently sloping street and are both on two floors. Please note that there are no ground floor bedrooms. Whilst we aim to meet the needs of all of our guests the cottages are Grade II listed and have retained some period features which might make access difficult for people with limited mobility.
Pre-Arrival 
 
• The nearest bus stop is in Eastgate about 300 metres (330 yards) away. The cottage is gently uphill from the bus stop. Buses run hourly throughout the year (less frequent service on Sundays) until early evening.  
• The nearest national network railway station is at Malton about 11 kilometres (7 miles) away. There are buses to Pickering from Malton station and a taxi rank at the station. Pickering railway station, part of the North York Moors Railway, is about 500 metres (550 yards) away and connects with the national network at Grosmont. 
• There are several local taxi companies; we can provide telephone numbers so that you can make bookings in advance. 
• The nearest shops are in the town centre about 200 metres (220 yards) away. 
• We have a no pets policy except for guide and assistance dogs. 
• Our brochure can be provided in large print if required. We regret that we do not have facilities to prepare documents in Braille. 
• Our website www.bramwoodguesthouse.co.uk provides pictures of the cottage and further information about it.

Arrival & Car Parking Facilities 
 
• To ensure that your accommodation is ready we ask that guests do not arrive before 4pm, and by 8pm at the latest. Other arrival times may be possible by arrangement. Please advise us of your anticipated arrival time so that we can be sure to be here to welcome you. 
• Parking space is limited but is normally sufficient to accommodate all cars.
• Cars may be parked either in our car park (entrance from Kirkham Lane) or outside Bramwood Guest House on Hallgarth in the marked public bays. Our car park is adjacent to the cottage, is level, but does have a loose gravel surface. The path from Hallgarth (if that parking is used) passes through an enclosed passageway (minimum width  92cms) and then through the garden to a pergola which has a width of 130cms (4ft 3ins) and a height of 200cms (6ft 6ins). For most of the year (except the winter period) there is a heavy growth of vegetation on the pergola which reduces the available height and significantly reduces the available width. 
• The car park and the entrance to the car park is lit at night from dusk to about 11pm. We can arrange to leave the lights on later than this if absolutely necessary but we must have due regard to light disturbance to our neighbours! The enclosed passageway from Hallgarth is lit all night.
Main Entrance
 
• The entrance door is 94cms (37ins) wide and 190cms (6ft 3ins) high. It opens directly from the car park access into the kitchen of the cottage. There is a step up through the doorway of 13cms (5ins). 
General (Internal)
 
• The kitchen, utility room and bathroom are on the ground floor. The bedroom/lounge is on the first floor.
• There is one staircase inside the cottage which leads from the kitchen up to the lounge bedroom. This staircase has 14 steps all 18cms (7ins) high. The bottom 4 steps taken together form a 90 degree change of direction and at one point have a width restriction of 63cms (25ins). The upper 10 steps run in a straight line and have a width of 91cms (36ins). There is a hand rail to one side. 
• There is a short pile carpet to this staircase. 

• There is a modern central heating system throughout with thermostatically controlled radiators

• All windows are double glazed
Dining Room & Lounge
 
• Dining Room

Outdoor Facilities 
 
• See the section headed "grounds and garden" 
Bedroom
 
• Studio Bedroom (room size 5.1m x 3.9m maximum) 
• This room is at first floor level. 
• There is a king size bed 200/152cms (6ft 6ins/5ft) at a height of 50cms (20ins). 
• The bed cannot be moved to any other position in the room but can be folded away against the wall. 
• There is a settee and an easy chair in the room both of which have cushions with feather fillings.  
• The television has a remote control handset. 
• There is a short pile carpet on the floor and a rug. 
• Lighting is by a central chandelier, plus bedside lights and two table lamps. 
Bathroom & WC
 
• Bathroom (room size 1.9m x 1.3m) 
• This room is at ground floor level and is fitted with a bath, wc and washhand basin.
• The doorway is 73cms (29ins) wide, 200cms (6ft 6ins) high. 
• There is a fixed shower over the bath. 
• The floor is quarry tiled. 
• Lighting is by two halogen ceiling lights 
Kitchen & Utility Room
 
• Dining kitchen (room size 4.5m x 2.5m maximum) 
• This room is at ground floor level
• The dining table is 74cms (29ins) high with an underspace of 71cms (28ins). It is round with a diameter of 76cms (30ins). Thee are two dining chairs one of which has arms. 
• Kitchen units provide a work surface height of 91cms (3ft). 
• The floor is quarry tiled. 
• Lighting is provided by 4 ceiling halogen lights, 2 spotlights and 4 wall lights. 

• Utility room (room size 2.1m x 2m)
• This room is at ground floor level 
• The doorway is 73cms (29ins) wide, 200cms (6ft 6ins) high. 
• There is a work surface at a height of 88cms (35ins). 
• The tumble dryer sits above the washing machine. 
• The floor is quarry tiled. 
• There are two halogen ceiling lights. 
Grounds and Gardens 
 
• We have a walled garden (shared with Bramwood Guest House) with a lawn, flower beds and fruit trees. 
• Guests are encouraged to enjoy our garden at all times and to make use (weather permitting!) of the tables and chairs.  
• Smoking is not permitted in the garden. 
• Access to the garden is through the graveled car park and then through the pergola which has a width of 130cms (4ft 3ins) and a height of 200cms (6ft 6ins). For most of the year (except the winter period) there is a heavy growth of vegetation on the pergola which reduces the available height and significantly reduces the available width.
Additional Information 
 
• The Tack Room is a non smoking cottage and this includes the car park, garden and all other external areas of the Bramwood premises. 
• We have two smoke alarms fitted both of which are wired into the mains power supply (battery back up in the event of a power cut).
• Mobile phone reception in Pickering is generally good but is patchy or non existent over much of the North York Moors.
